February is Black History Month

During Black History Month, people in Canada celebrate the many
achievements and contributions of Black Canadians and their communities who,
throughout history, have done so much to make Canada a culturally diverse,
compassionate, and prosperous country.

Black Canadians and their communities have been a part of shaping Canada’s
heritage and identity since the arrival of Mathieu Da Costa, a navigator, and
interpreter, whose presence in Canada dates back to the early 1600s.

The role of Black people and their communities in Canada has largely been
ignored as a key part of Canada'’s history. There is little mention that some of
the Loyalists who came here after the American Revolution and settled in the
Maritimes were people of African descent, nor the fact that many soldiers of
African descent made many sacrifices in wartime as far back as the War of

1812.

Few people in Canada are aware of the fact that African people were once
enslaved in the territory that is now known as Canada, or of how those who
fought enslavement helped to lay the foundation of Canada’s diverse and
inclusive society.

Black History Month is a time to learn more about these Canadian stories and
the many other important contributions that Black Canadians and their
communities have made to the history and continued growth of this country.

It is recommended you sign up to receive a reminder email the day before hot lunch is delivered.

Please note:

as per our vendor requirements. Unpaid orders will be canceled.Make sure you follow the order
all the way to the end to pay! Munchalunch automatically cancels an order that hasn’t been paid
within 1 hour.

Munchalunch charges us a per transaction fee, so if you are able to order and pay for multiple
lunches in one transaction you will be saving the PAC transaction fees.

If your child is absent on the lunch date, you are welcome to come and pick up the order by noon,
but the food cannot be kept for the following day.
