Videos detailing Kindergarten registration have been made available on our District website, providing new parents with guidance on
the registration process, English Language Learner (ELL) assessments, and District Program Options (Early French Immersion and

Montessori). These videos are available in English and Mandarin. 

Finally, there will be a Kindergarten Information Evening for parents of students with disabilities and diverse abilities on Zoom held on
November 6th from 6:30 – 7:30pm. A link to the Zoom is available on our District website.

For Pizza Wednesdays: Order must be placed and paid in full the Sunday before that Wednesday.
 For Hot Lunches:  Orders must be placed and paid in full 9 days prior to the scheduled lunch date as
per our vendor requirements. Unpaid orders will be canceled. Make sure you follow the order all
the way to the end to pay! Munchalunch automatically cancels an order that hasn’t been paid
within 1 hour. Munchalunch charges us a per transaction fee, so if you are able to order and pay for
multiple lunches in one transaction you will be saving the PAC transaction fees.
If your child is absent on the lunch date, you are welcome to come and pick up the order by noon,
but the food cannot be kept for the following day.

Consistent with previous years, there are NO REFUNDS.
