Student Learning Survey 2025/2026 

The Provincial Student Learning Survey is unique in its scope,

size and usefulness to schools. It gathers information from

parents/guardians/caregivers, teachers, and students on

topics related to school environment, safety, and

achievement. The information is used for planning in

individual schools and provides a district and provincial

perspective. In April, 2026 the Student Learning Survey will

be administered to students in grades 4 and 7. 

We encourage parents/guardians/caregivers to participate

in this survey, as the results are important in identifying and

celebrating current strengths, as well as determining

where the school needs to focus improvement. The surveys

contain standard questions for the Province – in addition,

questions from the school and/or district that focus on

local conditions or issues may be included. 

The survey can be completed electronically and can be

accessed on the Internet at https://www2.gov.bc.ca/gov/

content/education-training/k-12/support/student-learning-

survey. 

Any computer or mobile device with an Internet connection

can be used, and access to the e-survey is simple and secure.

The survey can be accessed through the link and by

clicking on Take the Survey. On the login page, click on the

Parents icon, and then select the school district and

school name where your child attends school. Provincial,

District and School Reports for previous years can be

viewed at the same site under the Results section. The e-

survey site will be open until May 1, 2026.

Wednesday. 

For Hot Lunches: Orders must be placed and paid in full 9 days prior to the scheduled
lunch date as per our vendor requirements. Unpaid orders will be canceled. Make sure
you follow the order all the way to the end to pay!

Munchalunch automatically cancels an order that hasn’t been paid within 1 hour.
Munchalunch charges us a per transaction fee, so if you are able to order and pay for
multiple lunches in one transaction you will be saving the PAC transaction fees.  If your
child is absent on the lunch date, you are welcome to come and pick up the order by noon
in the gym foyer, but the food cannot be kept for the following day.

Consistent with previous years, there are NO REFUNDS.

Go to https://munchalunch.com/schools/LordByng Click the "Register Here" button.
The system will guide you through the process of adding children. After adding your
child(ren) click the "Order Lunch" button to order. Next time, just click the "Login
here" button to access your account. It is recommended you sign up to receive a
reminder email the day before hot lunch is delivered. Returning families will just need
to update their students’ grade and division upon first signing in.
